Worcestershire’s first ever Poet Laureate Theo Theobald and Worcestershire’s first ever Young Poet Laureate Laura Dedicoat will then choose the best 6 from each category and the writer’s of these will be invited to read their poems out at a special “Festive Poetry Evening” which will take place the week before Christmas.

A digital anthology of the poems will be available to purchase for £3.00 each, with all proceeds going to charity.

Organiser Taliah Drayak from the Worcestershire Literary Festival said: “We thought this would be a lovely way of celebrating the festive season and to give a great opportunity for poets and budding poets to have their work on display throughout December, and also have the opportunity for their work to be published in the digital anthology “.
